2010 B.C.C. CLUB RACING RULES
1. RULES: All races conducted under the auspices of the Buffalo Canoe Club will be governed by the rules as defined in “The Racing Rules of Sailing for 2009-2012 including US Sailing Prescriptions” (RRS) unless otherwise specified in the following B.C.C Club Racing Rules.

2. SPECIAL NOTE: It is expected that each competitor will possess and be familiar with the RRS.

a. One-Turn and Two-Turns Penalties (RRS 44.1 and 44.2) will be used for all races.

b. In the event of a General Recall, the “I” Flag (one minute) rule (RRS 30.1) will apply to successive starts.

3. SAFETY EQUIPMENT: All crewmembers of participating yachts must wear in the proper manner an approved personal flotation device (PFD) at the start of every race. Each competing yacht shall carry safety equipment as prescribed by the Canadian Coast Guard.
4. STARTING SEQUENCE SIGNALS (See RRS 26, 27 for a more complete description)

5. SKIPPER & CREW ELIGIBILITY:

a. Only a BCC member or the member's immediate family who is not eligible for membership (except a spouse), shall steer in a BCC Scheduled Race except as provided under “SUBSTITUTIONS.”

b. LEGAL CREW: Lightning Class - three (3) except as noted below in LIGHTNING SKIPPER & CREW SIZE & AGE LIMITS; other Classes governed by Class Rules or the Racing Rules.

6. SUBSTITUTIONS:

a. Substitutions of hulls, sails and equipment, and non-member skippers, shall require the consent of two thirds (2/3) of the skippers involved before each race.

b. The Principal Race Officer, or his or her Appointee for that race, shall have in emergencies the authority to permit the use of a substitute hull. At all other times (a) shall apply.

c. A Buffalo Canoe Club member or the member's immediate family who is not eligible for membership (except a spouse) may substitute as a skipper without permission.

d. In divided series a substitute skipper from another division may not be used.

7. LIGHTNING CLASS SKIPPER & CREW SIZE & AGE LIMITS:

Serious:  Event is intended for serious 3 crew racing.  Boats may sail with more than 3 crew at their own discretion.  

Junior:  Event is intended for serious 3 crew junior racing where skipper and crew must be no older than nineteen (19) and may not turn twenty (20) years old during the year of the event (ILCA age rules).  Boats may sail with more than 3 crew at their own discretion.  

Junior/Adult:  Event is intended for serious 3 crew racing where skipper and one crew must be no older than nineteen (19) and may not turn twenty (20) years old during the year of the event. One adult crewmember is permitted, but such crewmember cannot touch the helm.  Boats may sail with more than 3 crew at their own discretion.  

Open:  Open event/all welcome
8. RACE MANAGEMENT:

a. REQUIRED NUMBER of yachts starting  to constitute an official race;

b. SCHEDULING: A race not sailed on the scheduled day is cancelled unless previous provision for alternate scheduling has been made.

c. REPORTING IN: Each yacht intending to race shall report Sail Number & Skipper's Name to the Committee Boat before starting

d. WITHDRAWAL FROM RACE: Each yacht withdrawing from any race shall report their withdrawal directly to the Race Committee, or if this is not possible, report the skipper’s name and sail number to the BCC front desk at the first opportunity. Failure to so report shall, at discretion of the Fleet Captain, render the violator ineligible to participate in future BCC races for a period of up to one (1) year.

9. TIME LIMITS (prescriptions to RRS 35):

a. ONE-DESIGN RACES: If the mark closest to two (2) miles has not been rounded in sixty (60) minutes or less after the start, the race shall be shortened with appropriate signals and finished at that mark. The time limit for the shortened course shall be two (2) hours; if the mark closest to two (2) miles is rounded in sixty (60) minutes or less, the original course shall be sailed and the time limit shall be three (3) hours. However, nothing in the above shall restrict the authority of the Race Committee to shorten a course

b. THURSDAY NIGHT RACES: See the complete description located in that section

c. OTHER RACES: Time limits shall be posted or announced prior to the race.

10. SCORING:

a. Scoring shall be in accordance with the RRS Rule 90.3, and shall use the Low Point System as provided in RRS Appendix A
b. A yacht shall be considered to have “started” if, in the opinion of the Race Committee - she has indicated her intention of participating in the race, or is attempting to reach the start​ing area, - or is, in fact, in the starting area at the time of the Preparatory four (4) minute signal.

c. Ties shall be decided as follows: That yacht is the winner which has finished ahead of the other or each of the others more often than it has finished behind. Or if that leaves a tie, that yacht is the winner which has the most firsts, or if that leaves a tie, the most seconds etc. If a tie remains, it shall be decided in favor of the boat that finished ahead of the other boat in the last race of that series. (Replaces RRS A8)
d. Scoring of long series:
· Tuesday Night Series – all classes – Best 80% of all races.
· Lightning Weekend Series’ – Best 80% of races sailed.

PROTESTS: A yacht having reason to protest must notify the other yacht and conspicuously display a red flag at the first reasonable opportunity in accordance with RRS 61.1.  Protests should be submitted on an official Protest Form (available at the front desk of the Club), and must be filed at the clubhouse desk within two (2) hours of the last yacht’s finishing time. 
12.
THURSDAY NIGHT RACING

a. COURSES AND STARTING SEQUENCES: Racing Instructions including the Race Courses and Starting Sequences for Thursday Night Racing will be available to competitors before the beginning of each series. It is the responsibility of each competitor to obtain a copy and be familiar with the contents.

b. RATINGS & CERTIFICATES: Every yacht must have a current PHRF-LE certificate on file with the Club twenty-four hours before starting her first race in any PHRF division. Main and Jib Racers are encouraged to obtain a certificate; if they do not have a certificate, she will be assigned the class rating. Handicaps will not be adjusted during a series. No boat may change divisions after a series has started

c. ENGINES: All yachts must have an operational auxiliary engine
d. COURSE ANNOUNCEMENT: The race committee may announce the race course for each class or division on VHS Radio Channel 72 prior to the first Warning Signal.
e. CHECKING IN: Each yacht intending to race shall check in with the Race Committee boat before her Warning signal and report Boat Name, Sail Number, and Division using VHF Channel 72. (Modification to Rule 8c above to specify use of radio)
f. WITHDRAWING: Any boat withdrawing from a race must notify the Race Committee using Channel 72. (Modification to Rule 8d above to specify use of radio)
g. CLEAR STARTING AREA: No boat shall enter the starting area before her warning signal has been sounded. Any boat failing to stay clear of the starting area may be assessed a 120 second penalty by the Race Committee or may be protested by a competitor for failure to stay clear.
h. THURSDAY NIGHT TIME LIMITS:

a. Race time limit is to be calculated on basis of two (2) knots speed for first boat to finish with time rounded off to the next highest half hour. 
b. Example:  A course of X-6-4-2-6 is 0.6+0.85+0.85+1.20 = 3.5 Nautical Miles.  Thus, 3.5 NM ÷2 kts = 1.75 hours. Rounding up to the next half-hour gives a time limit for that course of 2 hours.
c. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the time limit so calculated shall be no shorter than one (1) hour. 
d. If any boat does not finish within one (1) hour after the leading boat has finished or within 30 minutes of the time limit (whichever is later), the Race Committee may award such a boat a finishing place at the boat's position on the course and declare the race complete.

i. INTER-CLUB CRUISE: Any yacht participating in the Lake Erie Inter-Club Cruise races that is registered as a BCC yacht for that event, will be given the average of her other finishes in the series for a race missed.

CLUB CHAMPIONS

a. Fairbairn Trophy as overall club champion for keelboats will be determined by the results in the four Thursday night series and the Commodore’s Cup weekend series (Independence Day, Commodore’s Race and Labor Day).
