1. Organizing Authority & Host

2. Rules 
2.1 This regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS). 

2.2 The Class Rules are the Club 420 Association class rules. 

2.3 Rule 61.1 will be changed such that boats are required to display a red flag when protesting until the racing has been completed and the boat has informed the Race Committee of the sail number of the boat being protested immediately after finishing. 

2.4 Appendix P will apply. 

3. Advertising 
This regatta is classified as a Category A event. 

4. Eligibility & Entry Fees 
4.1 The regatta is open to all Club 420 Association approved boats. 

4.2 Competitors must have completed all parts of the registration form. 

4.3 Registration and entry fees must be received by Buffalo Canoe Club no later than July 1, 2011. The entry fee is $175/boat if registration and payment are postmarked on or before July 1, 2011.  Registrations postmarked after July 1, 2011 and by July 14, 2011 must pay $200.00 per boat.  Registrations postmarked or received after July 14, 2011, must pay $225.00 per boat.  

4.4 On-site check-in and late registration will be held on July 20, 2011, between 1600-1800 or July 21, 2011, between 0800-0930 and will pay $250.00

5. Schedule of Events

5.2 Up to 18 races are scheduled.
6. Format of the Regatta 
6.1 If there are approximately 80 or more boats registered, the fleet may be divided into four 

divisions. 

6.2 The decision to split the fleet, is at the sole discretion of the Principal Race Officer and the Chairperson of the Regatta, and onsite the Club 420 Association designated officer or  representative.

7. Sailing Instructions 
Sailing Instructions will be posted on the website sometime prior to the event and will be 

available at check-in. 

8. Courses
Courses will be specified in the Sailing Instructions. 

9. Scoring 
9.1 One race constitutes a regatta. A race consists of all divisions completing a course with results to be scored.

9.2 If the fleet is split into divisions, one round robin shall be completed to constitute a regatta. 

9.3 When less than 6 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. When 6 to 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score. When 11 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst two scores. This changes RRS A2. 

10. Protests
A red protest flag is required. 61.1(a)(2) is deleted. 

11. Prizes 
Overall: 1st through 15th 

Top Girls: 1st through 3rd (both skipper & crew are female) 

Top Juniors: 1st through 3rd (both skipper & crew under 17 throughout 2011) 

12. Safety 
12.1 Competitors who are US citizens or US residents shall wear U.S. Coast Guard approved life jackets properly secured at all times, from dock to dock except when temporarily adding or removing clothing. Competitors who are citizens or residents of another country shall wear either a US Coast Guard approved PFD or a PFD approved by the country of their citizenship or residence, properly secured at all times, from dock to dock except when temporarily adding or removing clothing. Failure to do so is protestable only by Race Committee and may result in disqualification. 

12.2 A whistle must be attached with a lanyard to clothing. Failure to do so is protestable only by the Race Committee. Competitors not complying with this instruction shall be given a penalty of five (5) points for each race in which they have failed to observe this instruction. 

12.3 All boats may be subject to a safety check at any time, see Exhibit A.

13. Coach and Support Boats 
13.1 All coach and support boats shall register and prominently fly a designated flag from a staff, supplied by the Race Committee, at all times while on the water.

13.2 A security deposit will be required and returned to you at the end of the event with the return of your flag. 

14. Designated Adult 
Each competitor under 18 shall identify in writing a parent or adult representative that shall 

be responsible for the competitor throughout the event. The designated adult will accept full responsibility for all actions of the competitor during any activity related to the event. This includes on-shore activities before, during and after the regatta. 

15. Disclaimer of Liability 
Parents, guardians and/or competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See 

Rule 4, Decision to Race. The parent(s) of the competitor, or in the instance of the competitor who is 18 or over, the competitor, are solely responsible for the decision whether the competitor should sail in the weather and sea conditions that might arise during the event. The organizing authority and the Club 420 Association will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.
