REaR COMMODORE’S REPORT

In my mind summer starts June 1st.  The boats will be at their 
moorings for those who have selected an early launch date 
and the dry sail area will be filling up.  The racing season will 
have started by the time this publication hits your mailbox.  

This year we are committing to providing better dry sail 
launch service for the lightnings.  In order to do this we need 
the boat owners to buy into the process.  Tuesdays nights 
and for other scheduled races we will have dedicated staff to 
launch boats.  During the balance of the season, please call 
ahead if possible so that we can have someone standing by.  
When you arrive, if it is during the workday, go to the boat 
shop and let Dave or Enio know when you are ready and also 
when you anticipate returning.  If it is an evening or weekend, 
go to the outer boat house and relay the same information to 
the dingy service staff.  

Dingy service hours and staffing will be similar to last year.  
The exception will be that on Thursday nights, the mini high 
truck will be unavailable for drysail launch between 5:00 
and 6:00 PM in order to ensure that the keel boat racers get 
themselves and their crews out to the starting line on time.  If 
anyone has any suggestions regarding service hours please 
contact me at work or via e mail. 

In my April article I announced that this year every boat is 
going to have a small transom sticker which will clearly identify 
that the boat is owned by a member of the Club, the member 
has paid their mooring or dry sail fee and, for the mooring 
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field, that it is on the right hook.  A small minority of members 
are opposed to this idea but in doing some research, most 
Clubs have some form of identification system to organize 
their fleet whether on land or in the water.  For every member 
that has complained or questioned this system, three have 
endorsed the change.

GENERaL MaNaGER’S REPORT

Last month I reported on the outstanding U.S. Sailing 
conference I had attended in Chicago during early April. This 
1st Annual Yacht Club Summit was organized and facilitated 
by the organization’s President Gary Jobson. It was hugely 
successful and those who participated found the program 
extremely relevant and informative. Many important issues 
for today’s yacht clubs were discussed and I wanted to 
share with BCC members some of the ideas and insights 
I gained while there. I should thank Jean Spampata, Vice 
Commodore of the Buffalo Yacht Club, who also attended the 
Summit and shared her thoughts and notes with me following 
the conference.

As I stated last month, the dominant message I took from the 
Summit was that yacht clubs are sailing’s core institution and 
that for the future sustainability of this sport, as well as our 
clubs, we must make recruiting and retaining young members 
a very high priority. This is encouraging news for the BCC as it 
appears we have already recognized this as a key objective. 
Our membership efforts continue to be successful because 
young sailors are attracted to our exceptional Junior programs 
and young families to our great clubhouse, our many social 
activities, and our fabulous beach. In addition we have been 
proactive in other areas which the Summit identified as being 
critical; we are attracting high profile regattas, constantly 
updating our fleet, addressing and refurbishing our aging 
facilities and making an effort to continuously improve our 
products and services.

Of course there are many other challenges facing yacht clubs 
today. Several of the issues discussed at the Summit were 
certainly relevant to the BCC. Club communications was one 
of those topics – a club’s modern demographic is ‘online’ 
and it requires a significant change in the media being used. 
Member communications must now be a balance of print 
and electronic and other options such as Facebook, Twitter, 
etc. must certainly be considered. It is important that yacht 
clubs review their communication strategy and re-design 
the strategy to accommodate the media and devices that 
members are now using. 

Another important subject introduced during the conference 
was the need for yacht clubs to do better long range planning. 
It is necessary that today’s clubs have a Long Range 
Planning Committee in place and it was suggested that the 
committee should begin its planning process by re-visiting 
the club’s mission statement. Does that mission statement 
accurately reflect the club’s actual vision, the current reality, 
or the culture of the club? That question then prompted 
discussion on how a club could perpetuate its “brand and 
image”. All of these questions need to be addressed if a club 
is to effectively plan its membership, operational, and growth 
strategies.

As I have said this conference was an invaluable learning 
opportunity and included many stimulating and innovative 
suggestions for today’s yacht clubs. In addition to the topics 
above, I have attempted to pass on to the Commodore and 
the BCC Board of Directors as much of the content and 
substance of the Summit as possible.
