REAR COMMODORE’S REPORT

The boating season is fast approaching. The boat
shop crew is working hard completing scheduled
work and preparing to raise the moorings and
install the docks as soon as the ice is out of the
bay. If you have not sent your Mooring Request
form or your Launch Date preference form, please
do so immediately to lock in your launch date.
You can contact the boat shop at (905) 894-3600.
Don’t forget to mention any prep/maintenance
work you wish done prior to launch.

Also, do not forget to renew your E99 permits
before they expire. It is the responsibility of
each boat owner to have the proper Canadian
seasonal permit to keep your boat in Canada
over the summer. Summer E99 permits must be
done in person. | spoke recently with Canadian
Customs concerning the processing of E99 for
BCC boat owners. You will find enclosed in this
Burgee a flyer which explains the date and time
that a Canadian Customs Official will be at the
Canoe Club to process Summer E99s. E99 forms
that expire before the date of this visit can be
processed at that time with no problems. You will
need your boat description and your winter E99.
As an option, you could at that time, land your
boat in Canada by paying the duty and taxes,
and never be bothered with E99 forms again. You
would need an appraisal, insurance coverage
value, or other documentation of your boat’s fair
market value. Call the boat shop for details. If you
are at the Peace Bridge for your E99 processing
and encounter a problem, please ask to speak
with a Superintendent.

| have been working with the boat shop crew
in the cleaning up of the back Boat Storage lot
across Erie Road from the club. If you own a
trailer or a cradle that is stored across the street
with no boat on it, or know of someone who does,

please let us know so we do not dispose of it! It
is our intention to clean this lot up and have all
abandoned property removed.
